SCOOP a brief history.

With reference to the SCOOP editors historic folders I have produced a brief history of the magazine.

The files contain some of the early committee meeting notes typed up by people only known by there entry’s in the “Ballooning the Pennine way” booklet.

On the 12th of October 1978 at the Wetherby Turn Pike it was first suggested that a newsletter should be put together. This was supposed to include information provided by each balloon group on their activities and by other members if it was to be a success.

As usual it took until March 1979 for the idea of a name to come around and the suggestions were: Clouds, The Gas, Rip Line, The Round Thing, Peak News, Hot Gossip, Summit Sound, Pen 9 Goss p. But no mention of the eventual name Pennine Scoop, which, was written underneath the SCOOP editors, typed minutes in pen.

Adrian Clarke suggested the name “SCOOP” in May of 1979 and Chris Davey “Pennine Scoop”. Thankfully the magazine did not become “The Round Thing” or “Peak News” to pick out two of the worst suggestions. Perhaps these were thought of after a few beers whilst watching balloons near hills.

Meanwhile the Scoops first appearance was before the name decision was made and the Trans-Pennine Region BBAC Newsletter No 1 must have appeared through mailboxes sometime in mid 1979. 

It was by issue number 3 the name “Pennine SCOOP appeared on a bright orange 3 page typed document the dates or month of publishing wasn’t included back then so an exact date is hard to decide, but it has only got the AGM and no reports so I would have taken a guess of a date just after Christmas.
By SCOOP 8 the name Pennine has disappeared from the heading and Pennine Region Balloon Association has appeared.

The badge appeared by issue 11 we have got to 1982 now. That lasted until January 1993 when Mike Ball I think brought in a design similar to todays, is it time for a change?

Over the years the most used words seem to be please can you send in more contributions to the SCOOP? And one interesting paragraph was written down in the committee notes, “ all committee members should make at least one contribution to SCOOP each year”!!!.

The sponsored abseiling went on most of the day so a fair amount of money must have been raised for the Church restoration project.

The gliding club brought a single seat glider around from the airfield in its trailer and rigged it in the small memorial garden, just over the road from the church. The club members spent the day letting people sit in it and generally promoting the Gliding club, perhaps we should have had a basket and burner there, maybe next time, any volunteers? 

Several gliders were seen doing low passes over the church on their landing approaches? One of which was carrying a photographer. 


If anyone’s interested the Wolds Gliding Club are planning yet another weekend event on the 7/8th May to celebrate VE Day.

As well as intense gliding activity the weekend will feature an aerobatics display, apparently an aerobatics championship event is being held just down the road at Elvington that weekend.
